MINUTES OF THE WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 13, 2006 MEETING

Chairman Cross called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.   In attendance were Commissioners Dean, Ferrara, General Manager Keane, Chief Financial Hurley, Business Manager Commisso, Security & Threat Assessment Director Hendrick, General Council Owens, Rev. William Hempel of the Maritime Ministries, Eric Anderson of the Times Union, and Erick Durr of the Business Review.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Ferrara and seconded by Commissioner Dean.

Five Broadway – The Albany Port District Commission received the $25,200.00 payment from the American Title Company for their failure to identify an existing easement on the property purchased by the Port Commission.

Administrative Contracts – The Albany Port District Commission approved the following administrative contracts for a period of one (1) Year based on a determination by the Board that continuation of such contracts were in the best interests of the Commission and based on certain criteria identified below, satisfied the best value determination as stated in the Commission’s Procurement Guidelines :

Mutli-Modal 1 Project – General Manager Keane discussed with the Commission the resolution necessary for New York State Department of Transportation’s funding of the Wharf Rehabilitation Engineering Project.  The resolution was approved on a motion by Commissioner Ferrara and seconded by Commissioner Dean.  At copy of the resolution is attached.

Maritime and Dredging Update - General Manager Keane updated the Commission on the latest tonnage figures.

General Manager Keane reviewed with the Commission the status of the maintenance dredging project, and informed the Commission the draft permit issued by New York State Department of Environmental Conservation does not allow disposal of dredge spoil at the Port of Albany. The original bid package will be amended to include the disposal of the dredge spoil at an approved New York State Department of Environmental Conservation site.  To date $400,000.00 has been committed to the project with an additional $500,000.00 needed.

Executive Session – On a motion by Commissioner Ferrara and seconded by Commissioner Dean the Albany Port District Commissioner voted to enter into executive session to discuss real estate issues.

On a motion by Commissioner Dean and seconded by Commissioner Ferrara the Albany Port District Commission voted to adjourn from the executive session and enter back into the regular session.

2007 Budget – The Albany Port District Commission reviewed the proposed 2007 budget, following a discussion by the Commission CFO, and provided approval for the Commission to operate until the next Meeting as detailed in the proposed budget.  The Albany Port District Commission will further review the proposed budget and finalize it at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Commission.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 2:30 p.m. noting that the next scheduled meeting  will be Wednesday, January 17, 2007 at 12:00 noon.
