ALBANY PORT DISTRICT COMMISSION
MINUTES OF THE WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 21, 2007

Chairman Cross called the meeting to order at 12:15 p.m.  In attendance were Commissioners Daly, Dean, Ferrara, General Manager Keane, Business Manager Commisso, General Counsel Owens, Reverend William Hemple of the Albany Maritime Ministry, Eric Durr of the Business Review, and William Churchill of the Times Union. 

The minutes of the January 25, 2007 Governance Committee were approved on a motion by Commissioner Dean and seconded by Commissioner Ferrara.
The minutes of the January 25, 2007 regular meeting of the Commission were approved on a motion by Commissioner Ferrara and seconded by Commissioner Dean.

Property Request for Proposal (RFP)  Status – General Manager Keane informed the Commission that the RFP has been placed in the Contract Reporter, the Journal of Commerce, and on the AAPA web site, Site Selection Magazine (March Issue) and the Port’s web site.  Currently there have been forty requests for the RFP and approximately four of these were by Bio-Diesel companies.  The Albany Port District Commission RFP is due May 23, 2007.

75th Diamond Anniversary – The Chairman noted that this year marks the 75th Anniversary of the Port.  In recognition of this milestone the Chairman, Commissioner Daly, General Manager Keane, and Public Relations Consultant Post will meet to plan an event to commemorate the anniversary. 
Port Advertising Campaign - General Manager Keane distributed to the Commissioners the American Journal of Transportation (AJOT) issue which featured an advertisement and article on the Port of Albany.  General Manager Keane discussed with the Commission the plan for a one-year advertising campaign in AJOT consisting of eight ads, two of which will be at no cost, aimed at presenting a consistent message on the advantages of utilizing the Port of Albany.
Executive Session – Motion was made by Commissioner Ferrara and seconded by Commissioner Daly to enter into executive session.

Commissioner Ferrara made a motion to adjourn from the executive session and
Re-enter the regular session and was seconded by Commissioner Daly.

Hudson River Pilots Association – The Commission approved a grant to the Hudson River Pilots Association in the amount of $10,897.76 for the acquisition of an upgraded Digital Global Positioning System computer and software.  The Commission awarded this grant based upon the Association’s continuing efforts in extending the navigation window on the upper Hudson River, and in an effort to keep pilotage rates and related costs to ocean carriers at acceptable levels.
