MINUTES OF THE WEDNESDAY, MAY 7, 2008 MEETING

Commissioner Cross called the meeting to order at 12:30 p.m. In attendance were Commissioners Ferrara, Daly, Dean, Business Manager Commisso, Chief Financial Officer Hurley, Security & Threat Assessment Hendrick, General Counsel Owens, Reverend Hempel and Reverend Leshvor of Albany Maritime Ministries, Ed Stahl of Albany Renewable Energy, LLC and Eric Anderson of the Times Union.

The minutes of the previous minutes were unanimously approved on a motion by Commissioner Dean and seconded by Commissioner Ferrara.

Tonnage Report – Mr. Hurley indicated that although the gross tonnage for the month may not be the greatest, overall longshore man hours to handle this cargo was up significantly.  He concluded by stating this was an excellent start for fiscal year 2008.
Executive Session – Commissioner Ferrara made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Dean and unanimously approved to enter into executive session.

Commissioner Ferrara made a motion to return from executive session and re-enter the regular meeting which was seconded by Commissioner Dean, and unanimously approved.
Albany Renewable Energy, LLC. – Mr. Ed Stahl, President of Albany Renewable Energy discussed with the Albany Port District Commission contacts he had made with various Port tenants (LogiBio, Cargill, Westway) and the enthusiastic interest expressed in doing business with Albany Renewable. The Center for Economic Growth has also been contacted.  Albany Renewable Energy is in the process of obtaining a local counsel to deal with the operating lease agreement and various regulatory agencies in securing the necessary permits for the project.
