MINUTES OF THE TUESDAY, JUNE 30, 2009 MINTUES

Treasurer Ferrara called the meeting to order at 12:45 p.m.  In attendance were Commissioners Dean, Daly, Chief Financial Officer Hurley, Business Manager Commisso, Threat & Security Assessment Director Williams, Information Technology Specialist McGuinness, General Counsel Owens, Father Leskovar, and Chris Churchhill of the Times Union.  Chairman Cross was absent due to the recent passing of his mother and General Manager Hendrick was on leave.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Ferrara, seconded by Commissioner Daly and unanimously approved.

Government Relations RFP – The Commission had (earlier in the day) interviewed the following three vendors for the Government Relations Contract:

1. Capitol Group.

2. Bond, Schoeneck & King, LLP.

3. Patricia Lynch Associates.

After discussion regarding qualifications, experience and cost motion was made by Commissioner Daly, seconded by Commissioner Dean and unanimously approved to award the Government Relations contract to Patricia Lynch Associates. The contract is for three (3) years with two (2) one (1) year options.

Personnel Manual – General Counsel Owens reviewed revisions to the Commission’s Personnel Manual as respects to Travel & Marketing Reimbursements.  The new revision was approved on a motion by Commissioner Daly, seconded by Commissioner Dean and unanimously approved (see attached).

Tonnage/Man Hours – Chief Financial Officer Hurley discussed with the Commissioners the slowdown in the cargo figures during 2009 (see attached).
Wharf Reconstruction – General Counsel Owens discussed with the Commissioners federal grant requirements for processing Phase II and Phase III of the Dock/Rail Reconstruction Project and the necessary resolution required by the Commission.  Motion was made by Commissioner Dean seconded by Commissioner Daly and unanimously approved to adopt and execute, for delivery to the NYS Department of Transportation, the required resolutions and documents for the grant process (see attached).

Executive Session – Motion was made by Commissioner Dean seconded by Commissioner Daly and unanimously approved to enter into executive session to discuss litigation matters and procurement matters.

Motion was made Commissioner Dean seconded by Commissioner Daly and unanimously approved to exit executive session and re-enter the regular session.

Insurance - Chief Financial Officer Hurley discussed with the Commissioners the need to review the insurance policies and create specifications for an RFP for the Insurance Package.  Chief Financial Officer Hurley requested the Commission approve the agreement with Moore Insurance to compile the necessary specifications for an RFP and to assist the Port during the RFP process through vendor selection and contracting.  Motion was made by Commissioner Dean, seconded by Commissioner Ferrara, unanimously approved to retain Moore Insurance Agency (see attached).
